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Our Society clearly has a single person that can be seen as a founding father of our field of science and this person is Antoine Lavoisier (1743-1794). Not only did he invent and perform measurements with one of the first calorimeters over 200 years ago [1], he actually invented the word calorimeter [2]. He also did calorimetric measurements on biological samples, for example the famous experiment with a Guinea pig, and he was the first to understand that respiration is a combustion process [3]. In doing this he created the scientific field of biological calorimetry. 
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
